This month the Constitutional Texas Republic’s 11th Congress reconvened at  9:50 A.M.  at the Washing-
ton on the Brazos; opening with prayer.

11th Congress will reconvene on November 11th in McQueenie, Texas at the Silver Eagle Taphouse at
10:00 A.M.

A new House of  Representative member, Robert Eugene Miller representing the 6th District of San
Patricio County, Texas, was affirmed by Larry Hughes, President.

New officers were elected:
For Speaker of the House - Richard Everett Perkins was reelected.
Assistant  Protem Merle Laubach was reelected.

Offices that remain unfilled.
No candidates for Recording Secretary were present.
No candidates for Marshal -Sergeant of Arms were present.

The National Flag Act has passed making the Burnet Flag  the  National Flag for  The Constitutional
Texas Republic.

For the Seal Act, a third (3rd) reading was and it was approved unanimously by both the House and the
Senate. The new Seal Act will be presented to the President, Larry Hughes, for final approval.

Join Session began at about 3:30 P. M.
A very informative Joint Discussion for chartering The State of Texas corporation took

place as follows: A Texas republic Flow chart was presented with full explanation by Senate
President Dale Ross, official charter document was presented and discussed by Senator Ed
Brannum, and Charter requirements concerning all corporations were discussed using ex-
amples given by Billy Ford Secretary of State.

An identification card for The Constitutional Texas Republic was discussed including an
overview of the equipment needed for producing these I.D. cards and their costs. Equipment to
produce an acceptable card was estimated to cost $2,900.00.

Jim Bernard, guest speaker, lectured on the Administrative Procedures Act for handling claims caused by
third parties.

The 11th Congress recessed after closing prayer.
